Each session will start with 2 practice ends 
 
Prizes 
 
Cash Prizes will be awarded to the top 6 finishers in each 
division after the shoot up, 1st place could be up-to 
£350 dependant on entry, from a £3500 total prize fund. 
 
Event format  
Groups of six archers will shoot a 12-arrow match against 
each other and gain two points for a win, or one point for a 
draw. 
 
A cut will then be performed from 30 archers to 18 archers. 
Following a second set of matches a cut will take the 18 
archers down to 6 to proceed into a Shoot up to decide the 
winner. 
 
All Archers will shoot on a three-spot vertical face, with a 10 
second lead in, and 90 seconds to shoot 
three arrows.
